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CCF (RAF) CAMPS AND COURSES 
 
ORDER No 1.   ADVENTURE TRAINING CAMPS - 2009 
 
1. HQAC has provisionally requested an allocation of NACATCs at Windermere and 
LLanbedr for 2 weeks and 1 week respectively for CCF (RAF) adventure training camps 
from 4-18 Jul 09 at Windermere and 17-24 Oct 09 at LLanbedr .  Precise details of cost 
will be circulated later; however, for planning purposes the cost in 2008 was £110.00 per 
cadet which included all levies, food, canoe and sailing instructor hire and additional activity 
costs.  The camps also included outdoor activities such as hill-walking and rock climbing. 
 
2. The centre can take up to 4 adults and 20 cadets (males) and up to 2 adults and 
10 cadets (females).  Both officers and cadets will be expected to play a full part in the 
demanding programme of activities and should therefore be fit and committed.  To be 
eligible, cadets must be at least 14 years of age at camp start date and have 
successfully completed Part 1 of the Proficiency syllabus.  Places will be allocated 
on a first come first served basis, although individual Sections are unlikely to be given 
more than 2 places.  Application for places will be requested once dates are confirmed. See 
Annex A for application form. 
 
ORDER No 2.   2009 MUSIC CAMP - RAF CRANWELL 
 
3. The 2009 Music Camp will take place at RAF Cranwell 14 - 21 Feb, supported by 
professional musicians from the Band of the RAF Regt, with the kind permission of the 
Director of Music RAF.  Whittle Hall has been reserved for the charity concert on the 
evening of 20 Feb 09.  Cadets who meet the selection criteria on the enclosed application 
form and who wish to attend the camp are to send the form at Annex B, through Sqn Ldr 
CC, to HQAC (TG2) by 1 Dec 08.   
 
4. Cadets receiving tuition towards Associated Board Music Examinations should ask 
their music teachers for a written comment on their ability.  This should be attached to the 
application form.  Consideration will be given to cadets who play brass, woodwind or 
percussion instruments but who have not taken a music examination.  In such cases, the 
Sqn Bandmaster is to provide written confirmation of the cadet’s competence in both the 
practical and the theoretical aspects of music.  Cadets must be able to read music.  
 
5. HQ AC (TG2) will notify selected cadets at their home address and advise further 
details of the camp, by the end of Dec 08.  CCF Admin will be given a list of the selection 
board decisions.   
 
ORDER No 3.   WORK EXPERIENCE COURSES – REVISED APPLICATION 
PROCEDURE 
 
6. HQ Air Cadets is continuing to expand the number of Work Experience Courses 
which it runs.  The programme for 2009 will be issued in the near future.  Each course is 
aimed at cadets over 16 years of age who are interested in aspects of specific RAF 
branches or trades; the number of places available is limited. Therefore, only cadets with a 
desire for a career in these areas should apply.  Applications from cadets interested in 
attending these courses need to arrive at HQ Air Cadets at least 10 weeks before the 
course date.  Sqn Cdrs should send all cadet applications directly to HQ Air Cadets (attn 
TG2 Admin).  Regions and wings will be able to view (on BADER) the list of applications for 
each course.  Applicants should be restricted to cadets who have gained, or can prove that 
they are expected to gain, the minimum educational qualifications required to be eligible to 
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apply for the branch/trade of interest; this particularly applies to courses relating to officer 
branches and Non-Commissioned Aircrew (NCA).  Cadets will only be put on the nominal 
roll, or reserve list, for courses for which they specifically apply.  Sqn Cdrs are not to use 
these courses as a prize for ‘worthy’ cadets; the courses are generally heavily 
oversubscribed and priority will be given to those who express an interest in a career in the 
subject in question. 
 
7. The application form for all Work Experience Courses can be downloaded from the 
Training Ground area of BADER; staff and cadets are to ensure that they annotate the form 
with the branch/trade and the date(s) of the course they are applying for. 
 
8. It is intended to add the following branches and trades to the Work Experience 
Programme, in 2009: 
 

a. Non-Commissioned Aircrew (NCA).  The NCA Course will be strictly limited 
to cadets who have gained, or can prove that they are expected to gain, the 
minimum educational qualifications required to be eligible to apply for the 
branch/trade of interest.  Applicants will also need to be able to meet the medical 
standard required by NCA. 
b. Engineering Trades at RAF Cosford. 
 
c. Engineering Officer probably at RAF Cranwell. 
 
d. Supply and Movements trades probably starting at RAF Halton. 
 
e. PEdO/PTI probably at RAF Cosford.  This course will be limited to cadets who 
have gained, or can prove that they are expected to gain, the minimum 
educational/sporting qualifications required to be eligible to apply for the 
branch/trade. 
 

9. Applications will not be accepted for any branch/trade courses until individual course 
dates are announced. 
 
 
ORDER No 4.   AIR CADET PILOT SCHEME (ACPS) - 2009 
 
10. Headquarters anticipates there will be some 33 places allocated to CCF (RAF) 
cadets for the ACPS.  The criteria for application is as follows: 
 

a. Be at least 16 years old to apply and at least 17 years old to start the course; 
however, the scheme is not available to cadets in the Upper 6th except for those at 
school in Scotland.  
 
b. Have their parent’s or guardian’s written permission to attend the course. 
 
c. Be able to attend for a continuous residential period of up to 14 days. 
 
d. Have a desire to follow a career in aviation. 

 
11. Preference will be given to cadets who have achieved a gliding solo standard (silver 
wings); however, in exceptional circumstances, cadets who have completed a non-solo 
(blue wings) course or who have not completed a gliding scholarship may be considered.  
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The application form will be posted on to Bader in October and once completed it is to be 
passed to OC TEST by the required deadline. 
 
ORDER No 5.   AIR CADET PILOT NAVIGATION TRAINING SCHEME (ACPNTS) - 
APPLICATIONS 2009 
 
12. Applications for training under the ACPNTS in 2009 are required from cadets using 
the form to be posted on to Bader in October.  We anticipate 6 places will be available for 
CCF(RAF) cadets.  The criteria for application is listed below: 
 

a. Be at least 16 years old to apply but not a member of the Upper 6th as those 
cadets are excluded from the scheme; however, Upper 6th cadets from schools in 
Scotland may apply. 
 
b. Hold GCSE Grade in at least 5 subjects 
 
c. Have passed the Air Navigation examination or be assessed by their Sect Cdr 
to be able to pass the examination during the PNC (with tuition by AEF instructors). 
 
d. Have their parent’s or guardian’s written consent to attend the course. 
 
e. Be able to attend for a continuous residential period of up to 14 days. 

 
13. Applications are to be passed to OC TEST by the required deadline. 
 
ORDER No 6.   CCF (RAF) CAMPS 2009 - INITIAL BIDS 
 
14. Bids for places for the 2009 series of Easter and Summer UK camps are now 
required.  The Section must return its bid form to Squadron Leader CCF at Headquarters 
Air Cadets by 24 October 08 at the latest. Late bids will not be accepted. Sqn Ldr 
Shapland therefore requires your bids by 20 October 08, please. The Section will not learn 
the location of the camp nor, indeed, the number of places allocated until next term but if 
you would like your son/daughter to be considered for a place, please give Sqn Ldr 
Shapland a cheque for £60, made payable to The King’s School, by Monday, 20 October 
at the latest. Unfortunately, providing a cheque does not guarantee a place on camp as the 
number of RAF stations offering camps is reduced every year, with the result that camp 
places are becoming more and more restricted, but the Section will, of course, do its best to 
get places for all that want them. The dates of the camp will be Saturday, 11 – Saturday, 
18 July 08, two days after term ends with the cathedral service on Thursday, 9th July. 
 
ORDER No 7.   AIR CADET EASTER CAMP TO RAF AKROTIRI, CYPRUS 
 
15. There will be a CCF (RAF) camp at RAF Akrotiri, Cyprus, during Easter (6-15 Apr) 
2009.  Precise details of dates and costs will be circulated later.  Officers and cadets will be 
required to pay their own fare of around £310 and the cadets will also need an additional 
£150 or so to cover non-Service activities and pocket money. 
 
16. Both officers and cadets will be expected to play a full part in the demanding 
programme of activities and should therefore be fit and committed.  To be eligible, cadets 
must be at least 16 years of age at camp start date and have successfully completed 
Part 2 of the Proficiency syllabus.  Names of cadets and officers who wish to be 
considered for a place are to be forwarded to HQ AC (attn Sqn Ldr CCF) via Sqn Ldr 
Shapland as soon as possible, but not later than 16 Jan 09 accompanied by a copy of 
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the identity page of their passport, form 13c and payment made payable to “Service 
Funds RAF Cranwell” Individuals will not be considered after this. See attachment 1 
for form 13c. 
 
ORDER No 8.   CCF (RAF)  CAMPS - GERMANY 
 
17. CCF (RAF) intends to hold camps in Germany during Easter 2009. Precise details of 
dates and costs will be circulated later. Officers and cadets will be required to pay their own 
air fare which will be the average optimum cost obtainable at time of booking.  Cadets will 
need about £85 to cover the cost of catering and off-base activities.  Once costings have 
been confirmed, cheques to cover the cost of air fare, travel insurance and camp levy and 
made payable to “Service Funds, RAF Cranwell”, are to be forwarded by selected officers 
and interested cadets to Sqn Ldr CCF, HQ Air Cadets.  Any balance remaining after the air 
travel has been paid will be used to offset the funds needed for off-base activities. 
 
18. It is expected that here will be 6 officer and approximately 48 cadet places available. 
To be eligible, cadets must be at least 14 years of age at camp start date and have 
successfully completed Part 1 of the Proficiency Syllabus, ideally each should have 
attended a UK camp.  Cadet places will be allocated to those cadets for whom 
cheques, together with a photocopy of the identity page of their passport and13cs 
are received, on or before the submission deadline, on a first-come first-served 
basis.  See attachment 1 for form 13c.  The full name, accurately spelt, of any cadet not 
currently holding a passport is to be forwarded in lieu of the passport page. 
 
ORDER No 9.   GLIDING SCHOLARSHIPS – EASTER 2009 
 
19. Applications are now invited for residential Gliding Scholarships (GS) to be held 
during the Easter School Holidays of 2009.  Nominated cadets must meet all the criteria 
detailed in Inst 9 of ACP 22.  Ideally, cadets nominated for a GS course should have 
already flown a GIC but nominations will be accepted from those not so qualified. 
 
20. Nominations for GS will be allowed in proportion to Section strength.  Section 
Commanders are therefore requested to list all interested cadets, giving priority to any who 
have flown a GIC.  Nominations for the Easter courses, using the form at Annex G, are to 
be returned to OC TEST (E) HQ Air Cadets by 21 Nov 08.  Please complete para 4 of 
Annex C and return to Sqn Ldr Shapland as soon as possible but by no later than 
17th November. Nominations for the summer courses will be called for in the New Year.  If 
you are intending to apply for a summer course, you should still complete para 4 of Annex 
C, indicating your availability, and return it to Sqn Ldr Shapland. 
 
21. Cadets are to indicate the greatest possible range of availability dates as precisely 
as possible. As well as their Easter dates, cadets are also to specify any availability during 
the summer (Whitsun) half term break. For cadets applying for summer courses, you should 
also include the dates of the October half term if you are available. 
 
ORDER No 10.   AIR CADET LEADERSHIP COURSES – SUMMER 2009 
 
22. Applications for the Air Cadet Leadership Course held at RAF College Cranwell will 
soon be required.  To be eligible, cadets must be at least 16 years of age at camp start 
date and have successfully completed Part 2 of the Proficiency syllabus.  There are 4 
week-long courses, which take place during the month of July. You need to bear this in 
mind if you are intending to apply for both the Leadership Course and a Gliding Scholarship 
in the summer.
