Schools Head 2010 

Over two days of racing last Thursday and Friday, eleven eights from the school competed in the national head races 
on Dorney Lake in Eton and on the Tideway course from Chiswick to Putney in London. The King’s crews have 
shown excellent progression through the season so far and last week’s results confirmed the strength of the club at all 
ages. The boys 1st VIII led the way, finishing 5th overall out of the 39 1st VIII’s entered from around the country, a 
strong row from the clubs flagship which set the tone for the two days. The J16 VIII came 4th in the Under 16 event, 
the J15 VIII were the second quickest Under 15 VIII of the day, missing out on the victory to a crew from Hampton 
School. The J15 second VIII also performed well, finishing an encouraging 3rd place in J15 2nd VIII’s. 

The Girls VIII’s also performed well. The Girls 1st VIII finished an encouraging 9th out of 19 crews racing at 
Championship Girls VIII’s. The J15 Girls VIII fought hard for an 8th place finish in their respective event. 

On Friday at Dorney Lake it was the turn on the under 14 teams. The J14 boys 1st octuple sculled well and eventually 
came 2nd out of the 39 J14 crews entered, an excellent result in their first national level race. The J14 2nd octuple 
came 3rd in the B Octuple event, the C Octuple came 4th in the C Octuple event. In the girls event the J14 Octuple 
produced a strong result, eventually finishing 4th out of 15 crews. 

Out of 11 eights racing over the two days, 8 of the 11 finished in the top 5 of their category nationally in what was an 
excellent marker for the rest of the year. The crews now have two months to prepare for the National Schools 
Regatta which happens at the end of May, before then the club heads off on training camps to Monmouth and Ghent 
which will be essential in the preparation period for the summer racing.
