Uniform’ and what has been called the ‘Girls’ uniform’ is now referred to as the ‘Skirt 
uniform.’  
 
The two uniform lists remain unchanged, but we hope that the new terms will enable King’s 
to make suitable provision for a pupil who wants to make a considered choice about the 
clothes worn at school in relation to their gender identity.  
 
Students are expected to choose one uniform only and not a combination of both. 
 
Whilst this will not affect a large number of pupils, we believe it is the right decision to 
support those individuals for whom this is a significant matter.

Hair Natural in colour and hair 
accessories to be plain and

Excessively short hair or extreme hairstyles 
are not acceptable.  Hair must be well kept 
and off the face.  Students must be clean 
shaven. 

Religious Headwear Must be navy blue, dark

Jewellery None except a watch and 
maximum two earrings in 
each ear. Metal plain studs 
and up to one pair of small 
hoops (no bigger than 
1.5cm) with no hanging 
charms.  All other body 
piercing is not permitted. 
 
Sixth Form students may 
also wear a ring and single 
bracelet. 

Must be removed for sport. 
 

Make-up No make-up is allowed 
before the 4th year. When 
worn it must be discrete 
and subtle. 
Coloured nail varnish is not 
allowed for any year. 

Clear shades of nail varnish are permitted, 
but gel nails and acrylic nails are not 
permitted.
