This choice is made with parental consent and with the Headmaster’s approval, and it would
be a choice to wear either the full Trouser uniform or the full Skirt uniform on permanent
basis, not a combination of both.

Whilst this will not affect a large number of pupils, we believe it is the right decision to
support those individuals for whom this is a significant matter.
